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3 sections:

1) Listening Comprehension (15 minutes).

2) Reading Comprehension and Use of English (50 minutes).
3) Writing on a proposed topic (15 minutes)

Test description:

1) The Listening Comprehension section aims to check the understanding of the main points and essential details in the heard material. This section is based on a monologue or dialogue which is heard once and lasts for approximately 3 minutes. The section includes two tasks: (A) True/False task checks the understanding of the main points, and (B) two-option multiple choice task checks the ability to catch essential details by hearing.

2) The Reading Comprehension and Use of English section consists of two parts.
Part 1 includes a text containing 15 gaps. Each gap should be filled with one word. Emphasis is placed on the ability to apply both grammar and vocabulary knowledge in a context. To deal with this part successfully, first, applicants are advised to skim the entire text in order to capture its general meaning and think about the missing words (whether it is a noun, verb, adjective, adverb, pronoun, article, preposition, modal, etc.). Then, the applicants should re-read the text, filling in the answers they are sure about by taking into account the words preceding and following the gaps. Finally, the applicants read the text for the third time, filling in the remaining answers and making sure the sentences are grammatically correct and the answers are spelt correctly.

Part 2 includes a text followed by 15 multiple choice questions. Emphasis is placed on the ability to apply both grammar and vocabulary knowledge in a context. First, applicants are advised to read through the text in order to understand its main points. Then they should re-read the text to decide which of the four choices given in each question is the best answer. 

3)  Writing section. The applicants are asked to write a short (100 – 150 words) argumentative essay, choosing one topic from the two topic statements they are given. The applicants are supposed to give specific reasons and details to support their point of view.

Types and use of Pronouns.
Expressing Quantity using the pronouns some, any, much, many, a lot, (a) few, no, none, both, either, neither.
Adjectives (types; order of adjectives in sentences, degrees of comparison, comparative structures). 
Adverbs (types; place of adverbs in sentences, degrees of comparison, comparative structures).
Complex sentences (types of clauses; defining/non-defining relative clauses, linking words).
Prepositions of time, place, movement, etc.
