Installing Aglets on your own computer 

(updated Sep 15, 2002)

1. Download Aglets 2.0 for http://sourceforge.net/projects/aglets/ 

2. For your environment variables you will need (some are optional) the following:

· JDK_HOME 

· Root of your JDK (1.3++) installation: 
· E.g..  C:\JDK1.3\

· ANT_HOME

· Location of your aglet installation: 
· E.g.. C:\aglets-2_0\

· JAVA_HOME

· Same as JDK_HOME

· AGLET_HOME

· Same as ANT_HOME

· AGLET_PATH

· Location of the aglets public sub-directory and any others:

· E.g.:  C:\aglets-2_0\public;C:\project\class_files
· AGLET_E.G.PORT_PATH

· Location for e.g.ported class files

· E.g.:  C:\project\e.g.port_class_files
· HOME

· Location of your home dir.

· PATH

· Add the location of the aglets bin dir… and of course your JDK bin… and your should also have your aglets public dir.

· E.g.:  C:\aglets-2_0\bin;C:\jdk1.3\bin;C:\aglets-2_0\public
· CLASSPATH

· Add all necessary locations of JARS and other Java class files you need… including possibly the following:

· Location of Aglets files:

· E.g.:  C:\aglets-2_0\lib;C:\aglets-2_0\public;C:\aglets-2_0\lib\parser.jar;C:\aglets-2_0\lib\aglets-2.0b0.jar

· Other JAR files you need in ../aglets-2_0/lib/

· ant.jar

· jaxp.jar

· log4j.jar

· optional.jar

· parser.jar

· Location of Xerces JAR files

· Location of Xalan JAR files

· Location of your class files

· Location of any additional Parsers 

· Location of Swing JAR

· Remember that when using Java Packages you need to add the location of the root package (dir) to the classpath…. Not the location of the classfiles.

· CAUTION: Make sure none of your environment variables have spaces in them… this can cause weird errors while running ant….

· WARNING:
· Now when you attempt to run ant you may get warning messages… Main problem area:

· CLASSPATH

· Make sure all necessary JAR files are in your classpath and that there are no typos…

· TIP:  To view the contents of a JAR in an easy fashion… just open them in WINZIP to see if the missing classfile is contained in the jar.  The JAR files that should be needed for running ant.bat on Windows should be those listed above (../aglets-2_0/lib/*.jar)

3. Run ant.bat (located in ../aglets-2_0/bin)

· If you have a  UNIX (Linux) system, run ant (first convert the file to Unix using dos2unix command … see man pages)

4. Now run ant.bat again:

· ant.bat install-home

This should place the files in your home directory.

5. Add the following to the top of your java.policy file:

//Entry granting permissions to aglets code

grant {


permission java.security.AllPermission;

};

6. Now start up a Tahiti(s) on whatever port(s) you need with the following command:

· agletsd –port 4434 –nosecurity -f aglets.props
· If you get a class not found problem, you should check your aglets.props file and ensure that everything has been initialized properly, especially the aglets.class.path. 

· If you have any security problems you might have more than one java.policy file… in this case simply put something like this at the top of each file:

grant {


permission java.security.AllPermission;

};
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
